The behavior to be measured must be clearly defined e.g. every time the student gets out of their seat, or every time the student hits another person.  Options for completing: A blank cell= a zero rate of problem behavior, a filled cell = a problem behavior. Or, put a tally mark in the cell each time the behavior occurs.
